GUIDANCE AND DISCIPLINE POLICY


At WRPASP, discipline is viewed as a process of teaching the child.  This includes both the setting of consistent limits and when necessary, the enforcement of those limits.  When a child’s behavior is inappropriate for the situation, staff members will use a variety of techniques to change behavior.  If it possible to offer the child another choice of activity.  We help the child decide which choice to make.  This allows some control over the situation and requires the child to make a decision.  However, if there is not a choice available (snack time, clean-up time, etc.) we firmly but calmly insist that there is currently no choice and the children need to follow directions.


The goal of discipline at the Program is to help children develop self-control, assume responsibility for their own acts and be aware of the rights of others.  Children will be encouraged to settle their own disagreements in a reasonable and caring way; physical force will not be permitted.  Children learn about relationship between acts and consequences through role modeling by staff, positive support, encouragement, and discussion on an individual and group basis.

Discipline shall be age appropriate and directly related to the act.  This may include firm positive statements, re-direction of behaviors or removal from the group as a means of helping the child regain self-control.  Children removed from the group will remain in the room, during which time discussions between staff and the student will be employed as a means of positive encouragement toward appropriate behavior.  At no time will a child be subject to corporal punishment or verbal abuse.  Discipline shall be the responsibility of staff member who have an ongoing relationship with the child.  The staff will work closely with parents/guardians to coordinate discipline approaches if needed.  The Program focus is on creating an environment of mutual respect among children, staff, parents and legal guardians.
